Advertisement for Rate Contract for Printing Services including supply of paper as per need and binding of booklets

Sealed proposals are invited from reputed presses and other agencies engaged in designing, publishing or printing activity in Rourkela and vicinity (overnight journey) for signing a rate contract with the Institute for providing publishing (including graphic designing) and printing services (including supply of paper and binding) to various departments, sections, individual researchers, projects and other entities within the Institute.

Procedure

The Proposals will be submitted in 3 parts:


Part-I:     Techno-commercial bids

Part–II:  Samples of recent publishing and printing jobs to help the Institute          assess the quality of printing


Part-III:    Financial proposals in given format

The techno-commercial bids should contain all information on the agency such as size of the organization, number and skill pf personnel, and some major and minor jobs undertaken during the past years, particularly for educational Institutes, Government and Government agencies, PSUs and major private sector firms. The bid envelopes will be opened in the presence of all bidders, signed & kept for examination.

Firms with poor business record will be rejected. Firms with limited strength may be  qualified for limited number of items.

A committee appointed by the Director shall examine the techno-commercial proposals and samples submitted and shall short-list eligible firms. The names of the eligible firms will be notified on institute website. On the appointed date, financial bids will be opened in the presence of all eligible bidders. The L1 value on every item will be identified. If it is found to be unworkable under present market conditions in the opinion of the committee, the value will be discarded.

The L1 values under the different items will constitute the rate contract prices.

All the firms, who will agree to provide service at the prices determined, will be listed. Among them, the Institute will sign the rate contract with a certain (undisclosed till then) number of firms. These firms will be selected on the basis of their average price offers, the lower cost companies being chosen and high cost companies rejected. [This gives the motivation of the firms to quote reasonable prices while maintaining high quality].

After selection of the firms, the Institute will offer rate contracts to the selected firms. Some firms may be chosen for supply of all the services, while some may be selected for a few groups only. The rate contract is not a purchase order. But it is fixed price over the duration specified, during which user departments/sections of the Institute can buy service or send purchase requisitions without inviting competitive quotations every time. The departments/sections are at liberty to choose their vendors without restriction based on the quality of product and promptness of service. Firms shall be at liberty to promote their services among the users in NIT without intervention of the administration.

(1) Unwarranted Canvassing in any form at any stage shall disqualify a firm, not only during selection, also during business.

(2) If selected, a firm has to accept the Institute payment terms – full payment within 30 days of completion of supply and submission of invoice.

(3) The firms must accept work within the procurement rules of the Institute which may be amended from time to time under due process of law.

(4) The current procedure for calling quotations for single printing/ publishing jobs of high value shall remain available to the department even after introduction of rate contract.
